Shortly after refusing to become a composer for the Third Reich during WWII, Belgian composer 
Goemanne was arrested for performing works by Jewish composer Felix Mendelssohn in public. He was 
a renowned pacifist and would be remembered by his choir members for his urgent plea to always sing 
the words of the Dona Nobis Pacem (“grant us peace”) with utmost expression. He composed over 200 
sacred works.

As a 
renowned recitalist and composer, his works can now be found in almost every modern hymnal. 
Actively composing while bedridden until a few weeks before his death, Hampton tragically 
passed away at the age of 45 - an early victim of the AIDS epidemic.

Dietrich Buxtehude (c. 1637–1707) was a highly influential German-Danish composer and organist of 
the Baroque period, best known for his virtuosic organ works and sacred vocal music. Serving as 
organist at the Marienkirche in Lübeck, he established a tradition of evening concerts known as the 
Abendmusiken, which became renowned across Europe. Buxtehude’s expressive style, characterized by 
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bold harmonies and inventive counterpoint, deeply inspired later composers, including a young Johann
